	What can we do as a group to support recovery housing?
· At a recent ADAP meeting to discuss gaps, two items were highlighted: 1) Family education/resources, 2) Housing (sober, families, and seniors)

· Should someone from COTS come? Who can COTS take and how can we work together?

· Section 8 prohibits you from living with others, but will hold vouchers for people sometimes – how can we spread the word/work with Section 8 to support recovery residences?

· We need more housing for those on MAT, especially for women

· People running recovery homes need education on how to manage MAT without staff - Use Independence Place (transitional housing from LUND) as a model
· Perhaps there’s a change to work with Dr. Brooklyn and/or discuss medication dispensing wheels?

· VFOR is connected to FamilyStat

· All recovery homes/housing folks will be meeting monthly again starting May 15th – this is a requirement for VTARR
